It is now 12 years since the Parish Council carried out a general survey in Moreton, to find out what’s important to you – what you care about, what you feel about different aspects of living in Moreton, and what you would like to try to change.  
Dartmoor National Park Authority (DNPA) which is the Planning Authority for Moreton, is updating its Local Plan. They will produce a draft Plan in June.  The communities within the Park including this Parish Council, have until the end of September to respond. The Local Plan is important for all of us. When it comes into effect in 2020, it will have a large effect on Planning Policy for the next 15 years until 2035. Housing is a major focus, but it covers many other areas of planning.
DNPA is likely to take more notice of the Parish Council’s response to the new Local Plan if our response is based on good information. The information will also help guide the Parish Council over the next few years over what priority to give to different matters.
